In 1895, the INTERCOLLEGIATE CODE of the academic costume followed by most institutions was adopted. The Bachelor’s gown is 
distinguished by its pointed sleeves. The Master’s gown has closed sleeves with an opening at the level of the wrist to free the hands. The 
Doctoral gown has bell shaped sleeves and is faced with three velvet chevrons which may be either black or the color of the department that 
conferred the degree.

Doctors may wear a black tassel or a tassel made from gold metallic threads.

Faculty members wear the regalia of the university from which they received the terminal degree.

The President wears the regalia of the university for ceremonial occasions. The gown is adorned with a fourth velvet chevron on the sleeve.
